· Looking at books and learning how to handle them correctly. Our 4+ children are already well used to taking reading books home to share with you.  Please remember each time you look at a book with your child, write a comment in their diary.

· Holding a pencil correctly and beginning to form written letters.  The 3+ children will be doing lots of mark making and emergent writing.

· Lots of speaking and listening activities, role play, puppets, circle times, talking to friends and adults.

· Singing nursery rhymes.

· Recognising written names, finding badges and name cards.


This term we shall be concentrating on:

	Mathematical Development
	· Learning and singing number rhymes.

· Lots of shape and pattern activities.

· Sorting and matching activities.

· Learning number names and saying them in the correct order.

· Recognising and ordering numbers 0-10.

· Beginning to write numbers correctly.


Other things we will be doing this term

· Learning songs for Harvest, Diwali and Christmas.

· Learning computer skills.

· Art and craft activities: painting, using scissors, gluing, printing, making bags, cards and calendars.

· Activities to develop gross motor skills, running, skipping, climbing, using the climbing frame safely, using cars and bikes in the playground.

· And lots and lots of other exciting activities and games!
